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7.0 Stormwater Management 
 

The design and construction of stormwater drainage for the proposed development is to be in 
accordance with the requirements of the Queensland Urban Drainage Manual (QUDM) (as 
amended) and the FNQROC Development Manual (as amended). 

 
(D) REFERRAL AGENCY RESPONSE (TABLELANDS REGIONAL COUNCIL- ERA)
